These facts have caused one researcher to conclude: “America is a nation of biblically illit-
erate people.” Hopefully the members of our congregation have a better knowledge and
understanding of the Bible, but even among us there is need for improvement. | was happy
to see such a good turn out for our Vacation Bible School last month. We had over 74
children enrolled. With Sunday School resuming in September, | would pray that our en-
roliment will exceed 100.

As adults, | have noticed a tendency to offer excuses for not being involved in Bible study — insufficient time;
don’t like lectures, discussions, etc.; | hear God’s Word in the sermon, that’s enough; I’m afraid of having to read
in class; 1 don’t know the books of the Bible; my husband/wife doesn’t want to come; I’m too tired; I’ve been
confirmed; I’ve tried other Bible classes and didn’t learn anything; and so on.

It’s so easy to pass off the importance of Bible study if we’ve been confirmed. Somehow many Lutheran seem to
think they’ve learned everything they need to know from Scripture by the age of 14! 1 would, however, like to
encourage you — if you are not already involved in a Bible study here at Zion — to consider joining one of our
many groups. For when people are not being renewed and guided through God’s Word in a congregation, poor
decisions often result. Such people frequently do not have a vision of God’s purposes either for themselves or
their congregation.
