 WHAT IS PAST IS PROLOGUE 
 

 
At the National Archives in Washington, D.C., where all the great documents of our 
heritage as a nation are preserved, the following words appear over the entrance:  
“WHAT IS PAST IS PROLOGUE.”  In this spirit Thomas Jefferson once said:  “I 
like the dreams of the future better than the history of the past.”  Jefferson was  
aware that the United States of America is a concept not an accomplishment.  It is 
not what we have done that is so important as what we are trying, under God to be-
come. 

 
“And now, O Israel, give heed to the statues, and the ordinances which I teach you, and do them; that you 
may live …” (Deuteronomy 4:1).  Moses speaks these words to the people of Israel.  They had been set free 
from Egypt by God, and were about to obtain possession of some land.  God, through Moses, was telling 
them it was not being free from Egypt, their power, or the land in which they would dwell, that will make 
them to be great among the nations, but rather how they live, how faithful they will be to following the ordi-
nances He had given them. 
 
 It is not our history that has made the United States, but our principles – the way that we choose to live.  
America is not an accomplishment; she is a concept.  She is an idea and a dream that must be strongly our 
own to carry us into the future. 
 
President John F. Kennedy understood this, as reflected in his inaugural address.  JFK 
said: “In the long history of the world only a few generations have been granted the 
role of defending freedom in its hours of maximum danger.  I do not shrink from this 
responsibility.  I welcome it. 
 
 “The energy, the faith, the devotion which we bring to this endeavor will light our 
country and who serve it, and the glow from that fire can truly light the world. 

 
 “And so, my fellow Americans, ask not what your country can do for you, ask what 
you can do for your country.  My fellow citizens of the world, ask not what America 
will  do for you, but what together we can do for the freedom of man. 
 
“With good conscience our only sure reward, with history the final judge of our 
deeds, let us go forth to lead the land we love, asking His blessing and His help, but 
knowing that here on earth God’s work must truly be our own.”

Pastor Greg Ponders… 
 
 
I have been in several conversations recently with people who have talked about being spiritual people.  We might 
welcome the idea that there is a spiritual awakening in our country.  
 
 
Being spiritual so often means that people believe there is a greater "force."  People hope that they can be centered 
or connected to the wider view of who they are and what they want to be.  It would seem that we would have to 
agree that this is good.  But we can make God in our own image.  I could decide that my own view of morality and 
a sense of basic goodness will get me through life.  God in this scenario is my coach, reminding me that I need to 
get better at loving, caring, being patient, forgiving.  
 
 
I talked to a lady recently who was very proud that she believed in religion.  That is a cousin to believing in one's 
being spiritual.  Everyone makes it through the day with certain principles of behavior and honor.  But religion and 
spirituality is within me, on my own.  
 
 

 Being spiritual is like being a blown-up balloon that after a while will lose its air.  It    
 means nothing but that one tries hard to be honorable.  Remember, that is like trying 
 to diet or get more exercise or learn how to cook new foods.  One never arrives.  

 
 

Being Christian means that we acknowledge we cannot make it on our own.  Our efforts may work on this earth 
but will have no staying power after the air goes out of our spiritual balloon and we die.  Being Christian means 
acknowledging that God the Father sent our Lord Jesus Christ to die for us.  We have been cured from the outside. 
Our life is a settled response.  Our Christian life is not an effort to show God or ourselves or others that we are 
good.  It is to pour out the restorative power of His resurrection so that God does the healing.  Our Christian life 
involves pouring God's grace out.  That is the God who is revealed in the Scriptures.  
 
 
We can acknowledge our sinfulness that still haunts us.  But the bottom line is not trying to get 
better but celebrating His victory.  I am hearing about what He has done and reading what He 
has done, I will morph into a view that is spiritual and religious.  We need to caution each other 
not to wander.  That is why we worship and commune and study the Scriptures.  We also ex-
press our love for Christ our Lord by yearning to be with Him, now and into eternity.  Being 
Christian is a reality and not an emotion or mood.  It gets into the Second and Third Article of 
the Creed, not just the First.  We talk about redemption and sanctification, not just a beautiful 
creation.  
 
 
Let us examine ourselves and pray our Lord to keep us from wandering from the faith or finding excuses for  
others.  This power is the Good News of the living Lord Jesus Christ … that lasts forever!

SYNOD LOGO CROSS APPROVED FOR LCMS VETERANS’ GRAVES

 The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs in April approved the use of the  t r a d e
 marked logo cross of The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod on government 
 headstones and markers at graves of U.S. veterans. 
 
 The LCMS cross is number 38 on the list of “Available Emblems of Belief for 
 Placement on Government Headstones and Markers”  (			
���

�
��
����
� �����
��� ).  It joins number 6, the “Lutheran Cross,” which features a version 
 of “Martin Luther’s Seal” with a cross enclosed in a heart. 
 

No graphics are permitted on government-furnished headstones or markers other than the 41 approved 
“emblems of belief,” the Civil War Union Shield, the Civil War confederate Southern Cross of Honor, and 
the Medal of Honor insignias. 
 
“There’s always been a wide selection of crosses that you could use, but having an option that specifically 
denotes the LCMS is especially significant,” said Chaplain Mark Schreiber, director of the Synod’s Ministry 
to the Armed Forces.  “We rejoice with LCMS veterans and their families that this option to give testimony 
to their faith for generations to come is now available.”

 The Zion Lutheran Church Foundation was organized March 13, 1987 to provide a living 
fund for the purpose of supporting the mission and programs of Zion Lutheran as a congregation in 
Sioux Falls. 
 
 It’s original basic purpose was to hold gifts in perpetuity, with only the earnings from such 
gifts to be used for the various programs and needs of Zion Lutheran Church.  [This original purpose 
was proposed by a long-time church member, who wanted to start a perpetual trust or endowment 
fund at the church with a generous gift of $10,000.  The original gift or principal was never to be 
spent but was to be held in perpetuity with the earnings thereon to benefit Zion forever.] 
 
 Gifts may be given for specific purposes or they may be made without specific restrictions.  
Several members have included bequests to the Foundation, in their wills, as a way to leave a lasting 
legacy to the church. 
 
 The Foundation was established by the Board of Directors of Zion Lutheran Church in 1987 
under the laws of the State of South Dakota.  All members of Zion are members of the Foundation.  
Its 10-member Board of Directors are nominated by the Board of Directors of the Foundation and 
approved by the Board of Directors of Zion Lutheran Church. 
 
 In 1987 the Foundation received its tax exempt status and began functioning as a non-profit 
corporation organized for religious purposes. 
 
 To date, the assets of the Foundation have grown to $826,764.00.  The Foundation assets are 
now being invested and managed by the First National Bank Trust Department.  Periodic reviews of 
the investments are conducted by the Foundation with the Trust Department. 
 
 The most common gifts to the Foundation are:  cash, memorials, bequests, wills, securities, 
real estate and life insurance. 
 
 The Foundation appreciates the many memorials and donations that have been received.
