“In Like a Lion” 
 

     You know the old saying for March, “In like a lion, out like a lamb.”  One of my favorite 
“lion” passages in the Bible is from Proverbs where “The sluggard says, ‘There is a lion out-
side!’”  (Prov. 22:13)  This was apparently the lazy man’s excuse for not going out and getting 
to work. 
 
     A lion, living according to its nature, kills and eats other animals.  Lions may be lurking 
outside the door in some parts of the world; but I’ve never met one in the streets of Sioux 
Falls.  But, if you don’t want to do something, any excuse will do.  So, you might as well say, 
“there’s a lion outside” instead of  “I can’t” or “I don’t want to.” 
 
     A child of God, living according to their new nature in Christ Jesus, seeks to live a holy 
life.  St. Paul says it this way  – “So do not be ashamed to testify about our Lord … But join 
with me in suffering for the gospel, by the power of God, who has saved us and called us to a 
holy life – not because of anything we have done, but because of his own purpose and 
grace” (2 Timothy 1:8, 9). 
 
     It is not a suffering which completes Christ’s work for us – that is complete!  Yet, we 
should not fear suffering for the Gospel, for God is both a God of all power and also of grace.  
How is it then that one would ever be ashamed of Him.  Rather God saved us and called us to 
a holy life.  Luther said it this way, “I believe in Jesus Christ …who has redeemed me … that 
I may be His own and live under Him in His kingdom and serve Him in everlasting righteous-
ness, innocence, and blessedness.” 
 
     We can indeed live a holy life in response to Christ’s sacrifice on the cross; for God gives 
us the ability to do His will.  Jesus sends the Holy Spirit to empower and guide us as we walk 
with Him.  The Bible reminds us “for it is God who works in you to will and to act according 
to his good purpose” (Philippians 2:13).  Isn’t it wonderful that God also changes our will and 
puts it in line with His will?  That removes our biggest reason for searching for excuses.  It 
removes our need for excuses too! 
 
     Well, that’s it for now …the lion’s gone and I can get back to work.   
In our Lord who gives us time, strength, and will, I am your servant  
in Christ Jesus,

Pastor Greg Ponders… 
 Your birthday is a special event. Celebrating the day that you arrived from your mother’s womb, and that 
fact in itself, can never be take away from you. Moms and dads recall the blessed event with care and love. 
Friends and family gathered together to meet and greet the new born babe. And as days turn to months which turn 
to years there are plenty of memories and stories to be made and to be shared in future birthdays.   
            But, you know what?  How many of us can remember the event of our birth?  None of us can! We know 
that it happened because you are obviously here and reading this article but you probably have only heard stories 
of the event. Maybe how long, like hours, days… your mother was in labor, or that your father in his excitement 
drove right past the turn to the hospital, or maybe dad got wheezy in the delivery room and had to rest. Anyway, 
though you don’t remember it, you celebrate it with all jubilation and praise to the Lord for the blessing of another 
year of life. 
            There is another blessed event that is just as important but doesn’t seem to get the same excitement or cele-
bration…your BAPTISM!  On that special day you were born again with Water and the Word. On that day a pas-
tor took water, and calling you by name baptized you, “in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit. Amen.”   

 From that time on you were claimed as Jesus’ own child. And Paul tells us what a great gift this is, “Or do 
you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death?  There-

fore we have been buried with  Him through baptism into death, in order that as Christ was raised from the dead 

through the glory of the Father, so we to might walk in newness of life.” (Romans 6:3-4)  On that day you were 
claimed as His. What an awesome event!  
 And by the awesome event of your BAPTISM you have been made to share in Jesus’ death and resurrec-
tion. And as Jesus has buried your sin with Him, so you too can and must daily overcome and bury it as well. And 
just as Jesus is risen from the dead and lives, so you too can and must daily live a new life in Him.  
 Our human sinful nature is to be drowned daily, or confessed daily by our sorrow for our sins before a 
Holy God and we repent through faith for Jesus’ sake. The sorrow and repentance confessed daily is removed by 
Jesus’ finished work on the cross and His resurrection which is given to us or delivered to us by the power of the 
Holy Spirit. Our new life emerges and arises as we daily live and daily grow before God in true faith and good 
works.  
 But just as we don’t take our births into this world for granted, let’s not take our baptisms for granted and 
forget about them. It’s a joyous event to be celebrated just like a birthday!  You may be thinking…pastor, I can’t 

remember or I don’t know the exact date of my baptism to even celebrate? So, if you know the date, or don’t know 
the date, remember this… your baptism celebration doesn’t just have to be a one day a year event. You can cele-
brate and remember it every day …all the time. 
 You celebrate and remember your baptism with all the saints of the congregation whenever our worship 
services begin with the Invocation, “in the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit.” Those words 
remind you that you belong to the Triune God who is present in the Worship Service. By repeating these words, in 
church or by yourselves, you recall, you claim, and you confess  before heaven, earth and hell all that the Holy 
Triune God has given you in your BAPTISM. 
 Even on the day of your funeral we continue to remember your BAPTISM. Our congregation has a special 
piece of clothe (it is called a pall) that is decorated with a cross that may be placed on your casket before it is 
brought into the sanctuary. The pall helps those who are gathered to mourn your passing and to celebrate the eter-
nal life you have with Jesus and to remember that you are “clothed with the robe of Christ’s righteousness that 
covered all your sin.”  

 Take some time to remember your BAPTISM…remember it today, remember it every day, remember it all 
the time. YOU are marked as “redeemed by Christ the crucified.” Remember and Celebrate!...it’s a life changing 
event as we daily live and continually grow before God in true faith and good works!

Greetings in Christ! 
 
 This week I was encountered with a question from a college student.  The question 
had to do with the relevance of the Bible in our society today.  She couldn’t understand how 
something written so long ago could be culturally relevant in the 21st century.  This is a 
question that is posed by many in our time.  We many times think that people who lived 
2000 years ago were just not as smart as we are today.  Because they didn’t have the tech-
nology that we do today they were simply inferior to who we are. 
 
 This thought is simply not true.  If we are truly smarter today than “ancient” people 
who did not yet invent tennis shoes, why are we still making the same mistakes over and 
over again?  People were just as “smart” 2000 years ago as we are today!  Many scholars be-
lieve that man is actually becoming less intelligent, using less and less of our brain power.  
Adam, being the first man, perfectly made by God probably used 100% of his brain power; 
it’s been nothing but down hill from there. 
 
 Now that we have that behind us let me throw another spin at you.  From the begin-
ning of the writings in Genesis to the latest writings in Revelation there is a time span of 
about 2000 years.  The Bible has a 2000 year time span in which it took to be written.  It has 
hardly been 2000 years since 95AD when the last book was written to now so how can we 
even think that the Bible isn’t relevant today?  It took longer to write! 
 
 What I’m getting at isn’t just the argument of the relevancy of the Bible, but it is of 
the excitement.  At Pentecost when the Holy Spirit came upon the disciples, Peter spoke out 
loud the message of the Gospel of Jesus Christ!  Imagine the excitement.  My interpretation 
of what it would’ve been like is something like this:  “Hey everyone!  Guess what happened 
THIS WEEK!  Jesus Christ, the one who you saw hanging on the cross came and met with 
us.  He rose from the dead just like the scriptures (written hundreds to thousands of years be-
fore them) said He would!” 
 
 This is the excitement that we can have for our Savior Jesus Christ!  It was not that 
long ago, and we are not much different now than they were then.   
Let that soak this week and see what happens.

The above figures will give you a quick overview of where we at Zion stand finan-
cially.  While giving has shown a slight increase and we have tried to be very careful 
in our spending, the truth is that we continue to fall behind.  At the end of January 
we had almost $50,000 in unmet obligations.  We do need to address the issue of the 
on-going deficit.  At its February meeting, the Board of Directors discussed this mat-
ter; and the question was raised how many would be able to make a sacrificial gift, 
over and above their regular giving, so that we could eliminate this deficit during 
this Lenten and Easter season.  I invite each of you, would you prayerfully consider 
making a special gift.  Thank you for your faithful support.
