     This was a time of celebration when Asaph, directed by David, offered thanksgiving to 
God for the safe arrival of the Ark of the Covenant in Jerusalem.  It took a lot of people work-
ing together, each understanding the importance of the task in order to reach the common 
goal.  It must have been evident throughout how God blessed their endeavor. 
 
     At the end of each month, the Board of Directors, too, takes a look at where God has 
brought us financially here at Zion.  At our recent meeting, we had much for which to be 
thankful.  Our giving for January and February was $19,436.89 more than during the same pe-
riod a year ago.  In addition members gave $6,935.00 more for Debt Retirement and for the 
“Renew, Renovate, Rejoice” project than they did a year ago.  We know it takes a lot of peo-
ple praying, giving, and working together to make this happen.  And, month by month, God’s 
blessing is evident. 
 
     Nonetheless we ended February with approximately $52,500 in unmet financial commit-
ments, as a carry over from 2009.  Before we enter the summer months (typically a financially 
weak period for congregational finances), the Board of Directors feels this issue needs to be 
addressed.  In addition to carefully monitoring spending, the Board of Directors, together with 
the Board of Elders, wish to take the lead in doing something about this issue.  They have 
pledged special gifts, over and above their regular giving toward the work program of Zion, 
and wish to challenge the members to match or exceed those gifts in the free will offering at 
the Easter breakfast (see the information about the breakfast elsewhere in the Clarion).  The 
amount they have raised among themselves will be announced on Easter Sunday.  In addition, 
they will also assist the Andrew Society in preparing and serving the breakfast. 
 
Join us in worship on Easter morning as we celebrate our Lord’s  
Resurrection victory; and support this challenge as you attend  
the Easter breakfast and make a special donation.  Indeed, let us  
declare God’s marvels.

Pastor Greg Ponders…. 
 
It’s fitting that Spring is the season of year that we celebrate the resurrection of Christ, since the signs of new 
life are all around us.  God seems to have built the theme of death and resurrection into the very fabric of na-
ture.  And it is repeated every year, at least for those of us who are blessed enough to live in parts of the world 
which experience all four seasons. 
 
After a winter where death seemed to reign, Spring brings the promise of life in the blooming of flowers and 
other plants.  The trees that were once dry sticks in the ground will soon be exploding with multi-colored 
blossoms and green leaves.  Oh…the smell of Spring!  Dark, gloomy skies have been mostly replaced by 
deep blue, majestic sunny skies.  As we think about the resurrection of Christ at the beginning of Spring it is 
fitting for us to pause and consider just why the resurrection matters.  Consider this… 
 

Thomas said:  “Unless I put my finger in the mark of the nails and my hand in his side, I will not be-

lieve.” John 19:25 

 

Jesus said to Thomas:  “Put your finger here and see my hands.  Reach out your hand and put it in my 

side.  Do not doubt but believe.”  John 19:27 

 
The disciple Thomas was deeply wounded by the death of Jesus.  He refused to be comforted by the unbeliev-
able stories of other disciples.  Only if he saw and touched the wounds of the risen Jesus would he believe.  
That is exactly what happened… Jesus came to Thomas and invited him to touch the wounds and believe. 
 
The Risen Jesus still shows disciples His wounds.  In those wounds 
we see… 
 
 +How deeply our Lord suffered because of our sin. 
 
 +How great His love is for us. 
 
 +How well Jesus knows the suffering we experience in this life. 
 
 +How our wounds may be tools the Lord uses to bring others to new life in Him. 
 
Jesus is the wounded healer.  He doesn’t save us from the pains of life.  But He has gone through them ahead 
of us.  Jesus took the worst this world could do to Him…death on a cross, and turned it into God’s greatest 
gift for us… New life now and eternal life with Him and all God’s children in the Promised Land of Heaven. 
 
Our Lord has a future prepared for disciples like Thomas…for disciples like YOU.  God may even use our 
wounds to bring healing and new life to others.  Come to hear the good news and receive the new life only 
available through our crucified and risen Jesus.  Be built up as a temple of the Holy Spirit as we together live 
as disciples as we reach out, strengthen and serve Jesus by serving others! 

 
  So does the resurrection matter?  You better believe it!

 Popularity … It has all kinds of meanings:  well-liked, accepted, admired, trendy, in 
style, all the rage, fashionable, etc.  What does the Bible say about being popular?  The Bible 
cautions us about our motives for wanting to be popular.  If we are trying to please people more 
than God, then we are not effectively serving Him, and we have misplaced priorities.  
“Obviously, I’m not trying to be a people pleaser!  No, I am trying to please God.  If I were still 
trying to please people, I would not be Christ’s servant” (Galatians 1:10).   
 
 Popularity can lead to pride.  John the Baptist understood that he had a job to do for God.  
He didn’t worry about his popularity but John’s disciples wrongly became jealous over who 
was baptizing more people.    “John’s disciples came to him and said, “Teacher, the man you 
met on the other side of the Jordan River, the one you said was the Messiah, is also baptizing 
people.  And everybody is going over there instead of coming here to us.”  John replied,” God 
in heaven appoints each person’s work.  He must become greater and greater, and I must be-
come less and less” (John 3: 26-27). 
 
 But it’s so important sometimes for acceptance isn’t it?  “They loved human praise more 
than the praise of God” (John 12:43).  We should avoid popularity when we recognize that our 
love for popularity is greater than our love for God.  We have acceptance and love from our 
Creator.  He promises us “Those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble 
themselves will be exalted” (Matthew 23:12).  The question should be this:  What does it mean 
to you if you’re popular in the eyes of the world, is it not more important to be popular in the 
eyes of God?   We spend way too much time impressing people in how we dress, doing up our 
hair, gifts we give, what we conform to, and even how we pray around people.  Praying out 
loud is not something that we should be scared of.  There’s no one we need to impress while 
praying out loud.  We’re just having a conversation with God. 
 
 See if you can’t catch yourself this month - at least once - in something that you do to im-
press the world and think instead of what you can do to make yourself popular in the eyes of 
God.  “Those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be 
exalted” (Matthew 23:12).  Just remember that you are popular in the eyes of God, He died for 
you.  You matter.
