We face the family crisis by relying on God’s mercy.  He sent His Son, born in a family, to live and 
die for us in full payment for our family failures.  As we regularly feed on God’s Word and sacra-
ments, God can build our trust in Him.  Trusting His promises, we then recognize the family crisis 
for what it is.  This moves us to restore Biblical authority in our own homes, and live in daily for-
giveness with our family members. 
 
May each of us, in God’s family here at Zion, boldly assert with Joshua: “We will serve the

Pastor Greg Ponders…. 
 
“I can do all things through him who strengthens me”  Philippians 4:13 
 
I can’t tell you how many stories I have heard from people who are in distress right now.  There doesn’t seem to 
be a lot of difference between what is afflicting the members of our church family either … people are facing 
physical problems, financial problems, spiritual problems, relationship and family problems, and many other kinds 
of problems.  If you can think of it, someone in our church is probably facing it. 
 
So what can we do?  In many, if not most cases it seems a “solution” is either out of reach, years down the road, or 
completely out of our control!  Here’s where the Apostle Paul comes in.  He wrote his letter to the Philippians 
from prison.  That’s right … he was locked up in jail.  I hope that those of you who feel distressed at this time will 
take a look at Philippians or at least chapter 4.  It won’t take long to read the whole thing. 
 
Here’s what Paul wrote from prison, “Rejoice in the Lord always;  again I will say, Rejoice.  Let your gentleness 
be known to everyone.  The Lord is near.  Do not worry about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplica-

tion with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God.  And the peace of God, which surpasses all under-

standing, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.”  – Philippians 4:4-7 
 
That seems impractical, doesn’t it?  How can I rejoice when I feel so stressed … so worried … so hopeless …
when life seems to have gotten away from me?  How can I not worry?  And is it even responsible not to worry? 
 
Well, Paul has a concrete recommendation for us too.  Bring everything to the Lord in prayer and be sure to re-
member to give thanks for the good things that you do have.  When we bring it to the Lord Jesus Christ, He brings 
a peace that doesn’t make sense (surpasses understanding).  And He guards our hearts and minds. 
 
I think our instinct is to pull away from the Lord when things get tough but the right thing to do is exactly the op-
posite … go to Him … run to Him … cry out to Him in prayer and thanksgiving.  “Draw near to God and God 
will draw near to you.” (James 4:8) 
 
Our natural thinking leads us to think we ought to be rewarded for good behavior and obedience and punished for 
bad behavior.  Only bad people ought to suffer.  But that’s not the way it works in the kingdom of God.  If you 
want to see how God operates, just take a look at the cross.  There God laid the just penalty for sin.  
 
But He punished the wrong guy!  Jesus, God’s Son, was without sin.  He had done nothing wrong.  But there God 
balanced the scale of justice.  All the weight of all the sins of all the people in all the world was placed on Him. 
And that weight of sin killed Jesus.  The only innocent man who ever lived was offered as the stand-in victim for 
the sins of the whole world.  Bad things happened to a good man.  In the death and resurrection of Jesus, the good 
things of God were passed on to all the bad people of the world. 
 
Paul goes on to write, “I know what it is to have little, and I know what it is to have plenty.  In any and all circum-
stances I have learned the secret of being well-fed and of going hungry, of having plenty and of being in need.  I 

can do all things through Him who strengthens me.” – Philippians 4:12-13 
 
It is possible to handle everything because Jesus gives us strength.  He will not let us down because in the death 
and resurrection of Jesus, the good things of God were passed on to YOU!  If you’re having trouble feeling that 
right now, my prescription would first be prayer … just time spent talking to the Lord … a dialogue with “The 
Lord [that] is near” and then Worship Him.  I hope to see you in Worship soon!
